	Winners and losers !


	As a consultant / trainer, I visit many different organisations.  While I am hearing of some industries that have received a lift since going to level 1 (property maintenance, swimming pools, jewellery manufacture), there seems to be more losers than winners right now.  Linehaul appears to be busier but Auckland metro down 20% for instance.
…. An increase in residential construction – apartments not houses - but commercial construction projects not already started probably won’t start for some time now.  Auckland Airport construction projects on hold.
From my various discussions, I am expecting a surge in redundancies when the subsidy extension ends in about seven weeks.

The growing number of kiwis coming home and going into quarantine is great for the hotel sector – and the additional skills that they bring will be great for the NZ economy in the long term.  However, I am sensing a vibe out there that the returns will create considerably more competition for any new job vacancies.


	Drury Project update

	This industrial and residential development is expected to contribute $2.3b to the economy and employ 6000 people.  More than 20% of the 170 hectares has been sold.  Several food suppliers are looking to establish high volume capability.

	Cruise Industry – Carnival Corporation
	Carnival Corporation has seen an income reduction of $650 million per month as at the second quarter of 2020.  This has resulted in a net loss in the second quarter 2020 of US$2.4 billion.    As a result, Carnival is now moving to accelerate the sale of ships to help adjust its capacity overload.
