	Goods traded data 1st Feb – 1st July 2020 to same period in 2019

· Exports were down only 0.9%

· Imports were down 13%

Airfreight capacity is still down but growing.  There has been an improvement on April prices.  NZ and Singapore agreed to jointly charter 10 flights over the next five months in order to increase capacity and certainty for exporters.
Sea freight – countries representing 2/3 of NZ’s trade have been unaffected

	The future of Auckland Port


	A new Government report has supported the view of National Road Carriers that the Port of Auckland should not be moved to Northland.  Even when coupled with further development of the Port of Tauranga, this increase in capacity would prove insufficient withing 60 years.

The report is advocating that a new facility be created in Manukau – the option being on the Firth of Thames.  
The issue will be dealt with by the new Government after the next election.



	WorkSafe and Traffic Management


	CILT are included in a consultation team with WorkSafe working on ways to better manage traffic management in relation to health and  safety.  Consequently, WorkSafe have recently produce a draft document “Managing work site traffic – good practice guidelines”.  Submissions close on the draft document on the 28th July.

	What is happening out there?
As a consultant / trainer, I visit many different organisations and sectors.

	Obviously the tourism sector has been devastated by the international border closures and the indications are that this sector will not return to 2019 numbers until our summer of 2022.  However domestic travel (private and personal) is tracking above expected levels and the government-funded quarantines are keeping some hotels alive.  Air NZ staff made redundant are slowly being integrated into other roles / industries.
Many “doing” businesses were forced to close during lock down – e.g. builders and manufacturing.  However the consent process continued with engineers/designers etc working from home resulting in many businesses now having full order books.  They are going well – even booming…. Going forward, the potential for future orders is uncertain so these business are being conservative in their spending and recruitment decisions.
Spare a thought for the charities who have seen a dramatic reduction in income recently – not just from personal donation but from the grants relating to slot machines.

The general vibe appears to be a reduction in trade of around 20% - when June 2019 is compared to June 2020.  It is not just the lack of international tourists but with many countries still in the middle of their Covid-19 management process, this is affecting some of our import / export opportunities.  This will take time to resolve.
Some households have been devasted by the responses to Covid-19 while others have had almost no impact.  On balance, we are doing ok.  The buoyant share market and low interest rates are assisting in creating a relatively positive attitude and outlook for the future.  The feeling appears to be that 2021 will be continue to be tight – but the sun will appear from behind the clouds in 2022 and all will be well !
